OCTOBER 8, 2025

A meeting of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of Memorial Thicket Homeowners Association, Inc. (“MTHA”) 
was called to order by Mary Sergesketter at 7:03 p.m. on October 8, 2025, at 822 Plainwood Drive. 

Board members in attendance were Mary Sergesketter, Ray Schmidt, Sherry Petkas and Lyn Buza.  Greg 
Sergesketter (Assistant Treasurer), Andres Portillo (DCCR Committee Chair) and Arif Uzun (homeowner) also 
attended. 

Architectural Control Committee (ACC)

No Report 

Front Lots

Arif Uzun – Mr. Uzan (a member living on Windbreak Trail) arrived at 7:10 p.m. to discuss proposals for 
the front lots owned by MTHA.  Mr. Uzan then left the meeting at 7:25 p.m. 

DCCR Committee

Report by Andres Portillo – Andres provided the Board with a listing of updates on DCCR issues he has 
been working on with the residents.  Andres Portillo left the meeting at 8:05 p.m. 

Approval of Minutes

Minutes  – After discussion, and upon a motion duly made and seconded, the minutes from the 
September 10, 2025 meeting were approved as amended. 

Old Business

Status of Homes – Currently, one home is for sale.  There are no homes for rent.  One home was sold on 
September 26th.  Two homes continue to be unoccupied and have not finished reconstruction from the Harvey 
flooding. 
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Officers’ Reports

A. Security  

• Three medical incidents since the last meeting. 
• One identity theft report taken by HPD.  Incident did not occur in Memorial Thicket℠. 
• Security Guard responded to a family disturbance in the 800 block of Plainwood.  HPD was also 

called, but no report was required to be taken. 
• A resident reported a vehicle passing another vehicle outbound on Plainwood, which was captured 

by the resident’s cameras.  MTHA’s camera captured the license plate of the passing vehicle.  
Further investigation determined passing vehicle belonged to a resident.  Security guard eventually 
was able to make contact to discuss the matter.  Mary followed up with the resident reporting the 
incident. 

• VP-Security passed on a quote concerning possible changes to MTHA security camera system.  As 
the VP-Security was unable to be present for the meeting and some of the Board had not yet 
reviewed the quote, the matter was deferred. 

• CIS continues to provide out-of-town assistance to residents by picking up packages left at the 
front door and also walking the residential property.  Front entrance and cameras continue to be 
monitored 24/7 and all cameras are operational.
